RUNNING BACKS: stance, release, ball handling, faking, 
cutting, blocking and pass receiving.                                 

WIDE RECEIVERS: stance, release, route technique,     
catching, open field running and blocking.                             

TIGHT ENDS: stance, release, run and pass blocking, route 
technique and catching.                                                      

OFFENSIVE LINE: stance, run blocking techniques, pass 
protection techniques.                                                        

DEFENSIVE LINE: stance, keys, reaction, run defense, pass 
defense and pass rush techniques.                                       

LINEBACKERS: stance, keys, reactions, coverages and run 
defense.                                                                              

DEFENSIVE SECONDARY: stance, all phases of coverage, 
release, how and when to intercept, deflections, man to man 
coverage techniques along with zone.
